Il. REGISTRATION, VETTING & IDENTITY

1. Vetting Process: Drivers must apply at www.nightoffeatures.com and complete the
Discord VIP Application.

2. Identity Integrity: Drivers must use their legal iRacing name. "Alt accounts” result in a
Lifetime Ban.

3. Attendance: Two consecutive "No-Call/No-Shows" result in forfeiture of number and VIP
status.

4. Hardware: Drivers must be able to hear Race Control. Failure to follow radio
instructions results in an immediate penalty.

VI. FINANCIAL POLICIES & DISBURSEMENT

2. Finality: Payment errors due to incorrect driver-provided info are the driver's
responsibility.

3. Earnings Cap: $1,500 annual limit per driver. Overages roll to next season's pot.

VII. ON-TRACK PROCEDURES & SAFETY

Lap 1 Policy: Caution before Lap 1 completion results in a full grid reset.
Restarts: Single-file restarts for the final 10 laps and all Overtime attempts.
Safety: Stationary cars must hold brakes. Retaliatory contact results in an immediate
Permanent Ban.
e Integrity: Intentional cautions or "Points Farming" results in a DQ and loss of all

points for the week.

VIIl. TRACK BOUNDARIES

1. Surface: Defined by the solid line at the bottom of the track surface.

2. No Passing: Passing below the designated boundary line is strictly prohibited.

3. Penalty: Position gained via "cutting" must be surrendered immediately or face a
5-second post-race penalty.

IX. RACE 11: THE FINALE INVITATIONAL (BRISTOL)
The Finale Purse is matched by the league to reach a $480.00 Total Pot.

24-Hour Cool Down: No incident discussions for 24 hours post-race. Protests must be
via the Discord Protest Channel.
